On this 9 day Orangutan Odysseys tour, beginning and ending in Medan (North Sumatra) you will visit
pristine rainforests, trek into the jungles of the Leuser Ecosystem in Northern Sumatra (Aceh) and

spend time viewing wild orangutans who wander freely in their natural surrgundlngs along with a host
of other wildlife. ;

You will firstly travel into the province of Aceh where we will visit and"épend a night in the jungle. Then
later we will meet with the Forum Konservasi Leuser (FKL) team, a grass-roots non-government
organisation that strives to protect the Leuser Ecosystem and its biodiversity for the sake of Aceh's
future. ou will have the unique opportunity to stay at two of their research stations in Ketembe and

Soraya.

Hardi was born in East Java, and he was fortunate to live with wildlife whilst growing up in-a small
farming village. Hardi learnt about the amazing behaviour of animals, however he also saw the
misery of poaching and the animal trade because of the local culture to keep wild animals in
captivity.

COP grew significantly over the years with Hardi's leadership
and financial support from The Orangutan Project. Hardi was
highly successful in training and mentoring a passionate group
of people who now run various projects for COP. This includes
overseeing two orangutan rescue and rehabilitation centres -
the Sumatran Orangutan Rescue Alliance|(SRA) Rescue and
Rehabilitation Centre in North Sumatraand the Bornean
Orangutan Rescue Alliance (BORA)/Rescue and Rehabilitation
Centre in East Kalimantan, Borneo.

Hardi became the Project Manager for The Orangutan Project
in 2021. His wealth of knowledge and experience on the
ground allows Hardi to communicate effectively with
government and forestry officials to create meaningful change
for orangutan conservation./His amazing photography skills

THE LEUSER ECOSYSTEM - THE LAST PLACE ON EARTH

At around 2.63 million hectares, the Leuser Ecosystem really is a world unto itself; a rich expanse
of original tropical lowland rainforests, cloud-covered mountains and swampy peatlands.
However, the Leuser Ecosystem is now under threat. Despite being protected under Indonesian
national law, massive industrial development is being planned for logging, palm oil, pulp and
paper plantations and mining. This will threaten the entire ecosystem, as well as the continued
wellbeing of the millions of Acehnese traditional landholders who depend on it for their food,
water and livelihoods.

Day 2 - 11 May: Medan - Ketembe Lodge

Early this morning we board our bus to start the long drive (approx 10 hours) through to our jungle
base camp in Ketembe (Aceh). Along the way, we will have time for some group discussions, we will
stop for lunch at a local warung (small restaurant) and we will pass through the scenic mountain
areas and also see volcanoes and other places of interest. Late afternoon we will arrive in Ketembe
and set up base camp at our jungle lodge. If time allows we can have a swim in the nearby river.
Here we will also meet with our local guiding team and discuss our plans for jungle trekking
tomorrow. Overnight in the lodge. (B,L,D)

Day 3 - 12 May: Ketembe - Start 2-day Jungle Trekking
TToday after an early breakfast we start our 2-day adventure and head into the jungle looking for
orangutans and other wildlife. This amazing Leuser ecosystem will provide us opportunities to view
not only wild orangUtans but also Thomas Leaf monkeys, gibbons, macaques, hornbills and more.
We will have lunch in the jungle and later we arrive at.our campsite by a crystal clear river and
enjoy arefreshing swim and clean up before dinner. Wewill camp in tents overnight in the National
Park - all camping equipment including tent, mattress, piI'Iov_v and blanket are carried in by our

A Q\'?“” Day 4 - 13 May: Ketambe Trekking - Ketembe Lodge

Y This morning we wake to the sounds of thejungle at our riverside camp and

head out again into the jungles looking for wildlife and more. After lunch
along the way, we will trek to the hot springs areé‘for_a relaxing “river spa”
before making our way back out of the jungle and returning to the lodge
overnight. (B,L,D)

Day 5 - 14 May: Research Station - Reforestation and Trekking - Ketembe Lodge

This morning we travel to meet with The Forum for the Conservation of Leuser (FKL), where we will
be introduced to their important work. We will trek through the jungle in the morning and in the
afternoon look for orangutans and other wildlife. Along the way, we will learn more about the vital
work being done by FKL and return to the lodge for the night. (B,L,D)

- Treking, Phenology and bird watching

- Orangutan and Wildlife Observation

- FKL Presentation

- Informal discussions with the FKL Ketambe team
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Day 6 - 15 May: Ketembe - Reforestation site - Alas River - Soraya Station

Early morning start from Ketambe, we travel to the village of Salem Pipit to meet our motorised
boats on the Alas River (approx 2 hours). The boat down the river will take about 4-5 hours to
Soraya station, depending on the water current. On the way we will visit the FKL restoration site
at Serakut and have a packed lunch. After arrival we will get an introduction about the station
and set up for our sleeping arrangements. (B,L,D)

Day 7 - 16 May: Soraya Research Station

Today have a full day to explore FKL's Soraya Station project. We will be introducedto their
amazing work. Late afternoon, we will cool down in an amazing waterfall camp. We will spend
time with the research team and do an afternoon trekinto the jungle looking for wild
orangutans and elephants. We will leakn about what the researchers do and maybe help check
the camera traps. Overnight Soraya Station. Rooms/tenst and sleeping equipment are all
provided. (B,L,D)

This morning after an early morning trek and breakfast we will farewell the team and jump back
into the motorised boats for our ride to Gelombang where we will then be transferred in our bus
(approx 8-9 hours) to our hotel in Medan (B,L) '

This morning you will drive to Medan Airport where your tour ends or you can continue with
your onward travels.
